A completed registration with payment will prompt an automatic email receipt to the person who registers the Scout.
Registration opens:  When this announcement is distributed and posted.
This merit badge course is open to Scouts registered in any council.
Registration closes:   Wednesday, February 5, 2019, at 11:55 p.m. or when class is full.
Age requirement:  Ages 11 through 17
Rank requirement:  There are no rank requirements.

Blue card requirement:  Each Scout must present to the counselor a separate blue card signed by their Scoutmaster indicating permission to participate in the course(s).  Scouts should fill out the requirement grid portion of the card and have the Merit Badge Counselor initial this section of the card for each completed requirement.  When the Scout has completed all requirements, the Merit Badge Counselor must sign and date the card on 2 places.  Each Scout is responsible to obtain these signatures and to turn the card in to their Scoutmaster so that the merit badge can be registered and awarded.

Parents are welcome to attend all sessions.

Coin Collecting Merit Badge Preparation before class:  

1.  Scouts must read the merit badge book before class.

2.  Scouts can print Merit Badge requirements from https://www.scouting.org/programs/scouts-bsa/advancement-and-awards/merit-badges/
or from 

http://usscouts.org/mb/worksheets/list.asp
or from the last pages of this flyer.
Please bring these pages and blank paper and pen to the course for their notes and research.

Printing a workbook is optional and not required, but Scouts will find that the workbook site will be helpful in organizing their work.

3.  Scouts must Be Prepared by working on requirement 1 at home before class and by bringing written results with them to class.  Make a list of current U.S. Mint facilities.  For interest, make a list of past U.S. Mint facilities.

4.  Scouts must Be Prepared by completing requirement 2 at home before class.  Write out definitions of these terms and bring your definitions to class.

5. Scouts must Be Prepared by completing requirement 3 at home before class.  Write out definitions of these grading terms, proof, and encapsulated coin.

6.  Scouts must Be Prepared by working on requirement 6 at home before class and should bring in at least 5 different state quarters collected from circulation.

7.  Scouts must Be Prepared by working on requirement 7 at home before class by writing down a definition of “circulation set” and by Doing Your Best to collect a circulation set and by bringing in these coins to show in class.

8. Scouts must Be Prepared by working on requirement 8 at home before class by writing down names of the people shown on the various denominations of US paper money.  Write out a definition of “legal tender.”

9. Scouts must Be Prepared by working on requirement 9 at home before class.  Write out a definition of “date set”.  Write out a definition of “type set”.  See

For example, if a Scout works with a retail store that manages coins or with a bank, the Scout might collect one penny from each year of his birth to the present to complete his “date set”.

Partial or Full Completion:  Full completion of this merit badge is possible IF Scouts complete above preparations before class.  If a Scout does not finish, the counselor will initial completed requirements on their blue card and note partially fulfilled requirements (for later completion with counselor).  Scouts should follow the buddy system with 2-deep adult leadership for all merit badge sessions.

Food:  Food will be available for purchase at the Coin Show.  Scouts may pack their own lunches and eat them at the Coin Show.  Eating or drinking during the class sessions will not be allowed.  Please bring a reusable water bottle and a small day pack.

Clothing:  Scouts are expected to wear their field uniform (“Class A” uniform) with Scouts pants and shirt to demonstrate participation as a Scout and to reinforce Scouting values and behavior during the course.  Scouts must wear closed-toe shoes or boots (not sandals) with socks to class for safety.  Wear layered clothing that is appropriate for outdoor weather to Be Prepared in case the facility is cold. 

Neckerchiefs and merit badge sashes and medals are not expected or required.  

Cell phones:  Scouts may have cell phones with them during the course, but cell phones should be turned completely off during all class sessions.  If a Scout chooses to send text messages or talk on his cell phone during class, he will be expected to loan his cell phone to the instructor or to his parent or to a Scout leader for safe keeping during the rest of the day, to be returned when the class ends.

1. Understand how coins are made and where the active U.S. Mint facilities are located.

2. Explain these collecting terms:

(a) Obverse

(b) Reverse

(c) Reeding

(d) Clad

(e) Type set

(f) Date set
3. Explain the grading terms Uncirculated, Extremely Fine, Very Fine, Fine, Very Good, Good, and Poor. Show five different grade examples of the same coin type. Explain the term proof and why it is not a grade. Tell what encapsulated coins are.

4. Know three different ways to store a collection, and describe the benefits, drawbacks, and expense of each method. Pick one to use when completing requirements.

5. Do ONE of the following:

(a) Demonstrate to your counselor that you know how to use two U.S. or world coin reference catalogs.

(b) Read a numismatic magazine or newspaper and tell your counselor about what you learned.
6. Describe the 1999–2008 50 State Quarters® program or the America the Beautiful Quarters® program. Collect and show your counselor five different quarters from circulation you have acquired from one of these programs.
7. Collect from circulation a set of current U.S. coins. Include one coin of each denomination (cent, nickel, dime, quarter, half dollar, dollar). For each coin, locate the mint marks, if any, and the designer’s initials, if any.

8. Do the following:

(a) Identify the people depicted on the following denominations of current U.S. paper money: $1, $2, $5, $10, $20, $50, and $100.

(b) Explain “legal tender.”

(c) Describe the role the Federal Reserve System plays in the distribution of currency.

9. Do ONE of the following:

(a) Collect and identify 50 foreign coins from at least 10 different countries.

(b) Collect and identify 20 bank notes from at least five different countries.

(c) Collect and identify 15 different tokens or medals.

(d) For each year since the year of your birth, collect a date set of a single type of coin.

10. Do ONE of the following:

(a) Tour a U.S. Mint facility, a Bureau of Engraving and Printing facility, a Federal Reserve bank, or a numismatic museum or exhibit, and describe what you learned to your counselor.

(b) With your parent’s permission, attend a coin show or coin club meeting, or view the website of the U.S. Mint or a coin dealer, and report what you learned.

(c) Give a talk about coin collecting to a group such as your troop, a Cub Scout pack, or your class at school.

(d) Do drawings of five Colonial-era U.S. coins.
